Some of these Bibles had already been 
distributed but many were lost. 
  
Pastor Ruben Sulapas and family are safe but must begin anew with 
property for the church.  THIS DIRECTLY AFFECTS OUR MINISTRY 
since we will be working in and through this church and were hoping 
to use some of it’s facilities in our institute at least for a time.
